Affordable Art: No entry fee, work must be matted 
and sleeved, max of 20 pieces, value of work 
must be under $100.00 each, artist to supply 
display rack, 20% commission  fee applies to all 
sales. 

Entry Rules  
• Artwork must be delivered to Art Container 
on the corner of 32nd and Smith between 4 - 
6:30 pm on Thursday, Jul. 30th . 
•Art must be sturdy and ready for hanging. 
Frames must be equipped with sturdy wire with 
eye screws one-quarter of the way down with 
one inch slack. Sculptors must provide pedestals.  
•Maximum dimensions: 40” wide by 6’ tall. 
•Art must to be picked up at the show be-
tween 6:00 pm & 7:00 pm on Saturday Au-
gust 2nd (no sooner/no later). Unclaimed art-
work will be donated. 
•The committee reserves the right to reject en-
tries. All work must be original and not previ-
ously exhibited at this show. 

Care: The utmost care will be taken while art is in our 
possession. The Magnolia Chamber of Com-
merce, or anyone acting on its behalf, assumes 
no responsibility for loss or damage.
